Anti-Stigma Steering Committee Meeting Summary

June 8, 2010

· Committee members updated each other on anti-stigma activities going on in their localities.

· Deb Freed discussed the two-day training with Amy Long
· Jim Dillon was thanked for providing the Precepts for Physicians to Minimize the Impact of Stigma
· Marlene Lawrence talked about happenings at Summit Pointe, with emphasis on the Battle Creek drop-in center.  157 consumers were connected with a Peer Support Specialist.
· Rich mentioned that MRCE ‘survived’ the REE two weeks ago and also the website changes and the hope that the committee will provide suggestions.
· Irva Faber-Bermudez stated that Detroit Central City CMH finished the REE last week.  
· LaDon McNeil told the group that their consumer ombudsman is evaluating the building with a focus on removing barriers that can be stigmatizing and changing attitudes
· Colleen visited the Center for Forensic Psychiatry (CFP) for a meeting to discuss trauma and its effect on clients.  
· Carmela Kudyba of Washtenaw CMH talked about a revamping their consumer advisory council.   
· Definition of stigma  was discussed and it was proposed that the committee look at changing its name (similar to SAMHSA's Resource Center to Promote Acceptance,
Dignity and Social Inclusion Associated with Mental Health (ADS Center) ) to better reflect the work of the committee.  This topic will be re-addressed in a later meeting. 
· The committee agreed that a multi-media format would be the best route to take for the toolkit. They chose four avenues:

· DVD – provider stories that would be posted on websites

· “You know you are stigmatizing if….” Brochure

· Classic Manual Format

· Website through MRCE

· Use various other methods to promote the toolkit such as Facebook.
